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UPDATE ON RECYCLING ﬁ'p ﬁ a’

As Lusaka (and the planet) become increasingly environmentally aware and eco-
conscious, the PTA have taken on the task of developing a recycling program at ISL,
working with pupils from Secondary’s “Green Team” student group. We have engaged
with a local business to set up the recycling program and collect the recyclable
materials. This is a huge project that will take time to implement - we have to build a
new waste management area for the school, provide various bins around campus to
collect recyclable waste, as well as train the school staff to separate the waste into the
correct waste bags.

As of now, the waste management area has been agreed upon and we are currently
getting more quotations in for the shed to house this. We have secured 50% of the
funds needed to start the program once this shed has been erected. Watch this space for
more developments in the coming months!
